CAHSEE Update

 SB 725 allows for the granting of a diploma to students in 
the class of 2015 who has met all state and local 
graduation requirements except for passing the 
CAHSEE. 

 SB 172 has been presented to the Governor for signature.
 Suspended for the 2015–16, 2016–17, and 2017–18 school years.

 Grant a diploma of graduation from high school to any pupil who 
completed grade 12 in the 2003–04 school year or a subsequent 
school year and has met all applicable graduation requirements other 
than the passage of the high school exit examination. 

 Requires the State Superintendent of Public Instruction to convene 
an advisory panel to provide recommendations on the continuation 
of the CAHSEE and on alternative pathways to satisfy the high school 
graduation requirements.
